November 18, 2014 Monthly Meeting – 6:00 PM
The Edmonton Branch, Alberta Institute of Power Engineers, met at NAIT’s Power Engineering Building for its regular monthly meeting.  ABSA Inspectors and Safety Codes Officers Wil Amundson and Thomas Chalifoux were our guest speakers, discussing what the Alberta Boiler Safety Association inspectors look for and what is required by the organization.  This is part of having the first and second year students meeting an inspector and asking questions about what they do.  Wil and Thomas explained the history of ABSA, as well as the inspections and forms required when repairing (AB-40), removing a pressure vessel service for good, selling, scrapping, relocating, (AB-10), etc.  In addition, they explained the CSA & ASME Codes and some of the specific forms, including the AB-506 (Inspection & Servicing Requirements for In-Service Pressure Equipment).  In brief, the AB-506 document covers the following: governing legislation, owner responsibilities, equipment records, inspection intervals, qualifications of persons performing inspections, non-destructive testing, inspection and pressure relief valve devices, servicing, repairs and alternations of in-service pressure equipment. Old Business: 
1. IPE Convention 2016:  Ed Hnytka suggested that Edmonton again host the National Convention in 2016.  The last one hosted by Edmonton was in 2003 and it was a huge success.  Ed Hnytka will contact former and current members who organized the past Edmonton event namely Ray Kjenner and Vic Small, etc.  However, the IPECC & Refrigeration Conference is also taking place at this time, and possibly the CSA and ACI.  This issue will be brought up at the Alberta Area meeting on Saturday, October 25, 2014.  If you are interested in attending the Alberta Area meeting in Red Deer, AB, contact Ed Hnytka, at ehnytka@shaw.ca.  We do require the support of the IPE Head Office prior to making a commitment.  A large number of volunteers would be required. – There was no update at the meeting.
2. Treasurer’s Report:  The current balance(s) for the Edmonton Branch were given and not published here.  We are in excellent financial shape, and the Edmonton Branch, AIPE is the 2nd largest Branch in Canada, next to the Toronto, ON, Branch.
*Treasurer Duncan Macdonald reported that the Bank of Montreal Windsor Branch is now charging us a monthly fee of $2.75.  This past spring, we negotiated FREE service charges on our account.  Ed Hnytka will follow-up.  We were able to do this with no fees as we are a non-profit organization. 
- As it turns out, all accounts now have to pay this fee (effective May 1, 2014), so there is little we can do. 
3. New Anti-Spam Legislation: New Canadian legislation took effect on July 1, 2014, prohibiting distribution of e-mails from businesses without prior consent from the recipients.  We are subject to the law as it stands right now. The National President is meeting with the web masters to come up with an approved document. Apparently, we have three years to complete this process and will continue to send e-mails.  An opportunity to not receive further e-mails will be added on each newsletter sent out. 
– In progress.  The National IPE Head Office is pursuing this and should be clarified in the next three to four months.  A conference call was held on November 17, 2014, with other IPE Branches joining in the call.  
4. Alberta Area Meeting:  The Alberta Area, AIPE, held a conference call on Sunday, October 26, 2014, and the turn-out was superb.  As mentioned in last month’s newsletter, the new Alberta Area Executive is as follows for 2015:  Director, Ed Hnytka; Assistant Director, Gary Codner; and Assistant-Assistant Director, John McLay.

The Alberta Area holds meetings twice per year, usually in Red Deer, AB. However, there are the inconveniences of traveling, meals, and other expenses.  Holding a conference call can eliminate most of these unnecessary costs and travel times, etc.
