March Meeting & Tour:
The Edmonton Branch, Alberta Institute of Power Engineers (AIPE), met at Covenant Health (Edmonton General Hospital, Continuing Care), Tuesday, March 17, 2015, 6:30 PM, and toured the hospital and facilities.  The facility has been constantly upgraded and continues to be a very modern complex.  
The Edmonton General Continuing Care Centre provides long-term care to a diverse population in the Edmonton city center, following a deep-rooted tradition of healing the body, enriching the mind and nurturing the soul. There are 14 long-term care units ranging from 24 beds to 36 residents.  (2013/14 Overview; 1,000 staff, 434 Volunteers and 495 Continuing Care Beds).
The Edmonton General Hospital became a Continuing Care Centre in 1989 after the construction of the Grey Nuns Hospital in southeast Edmonton. The site has been in existence since 1895 when the Sisters of the Grey Nuns began looking after the sick in the building. At that time Edmonton was still only a village.

A special “Thank you” goes to Chief Engineer David McElmoyle for having us, and Shift Engineer, Ron Sjollema, Shift Engineer for taking the time and showing us around.  Here we were shown the mechanical equipment, boilers, control system, chiller equipment, fans, etc.  It was a GREAT TOUR and very worthwhile!  Thank you all!
Old Business:
1. Annual Financial Returns:  Complete.  The AIPE financial returns were completed and sent to Head Office.
2. AGM 2015:  The Annual General Meeting will be held in Halifax, NS, this year at the end of Sept.  This is the 75th Annual AGM.  Ed Hnytka proposed that we send them a message thanking them and wishing them well.  Ed Hnytka will submit the letter.  (Done).
3. Service Awards:  Ed Hnytka has a list that will be submitted to Head Office at a later date.  In progress.
4. PanGlobal Awards.  Some names were brought up to submit to PanGlobal this year for the ‘Educator Award of Excellence’.  The winner will receive a Certificate and a $500 cheque (must be an AIPE member).  This award recognizes contributions in adding value to the Power Engineering Education Community through ongoing Development of World Class Learning Materials. In 2014, John Melnyk was the winner of this award.  In progress and should be in April 2015.
5. IPE Lapel Pins:  Ed Hnytka mentioned that the IPE Head Office have sent out pins to him for members who have 5, 10, 15 and 20 years of service.  Ed will contact the individuals.  In progress.
6. Expiry of Power Engineering Certificates:  Jim Weiss, AIPE Boiler Technical Council member, attended the meeting and brought up the issue of Power Engineer’s expiry of ABSA Examinations.  He was approached by a former IPE member whom had his examinations revoked due to time limits.  If there is a gap of seven or more years between when a person's last examination paper is written and a person wishes to write another paper, ABSA will not recognize the previously completed papers or the experience gained previous to the 7 years.  In other words, if the person had written 2 or 3 papers of his 2nd Class exams, then took time off or went to other work for an extended period of time (over 7 years), then this person has to start the examination process over again.  Jim will report back to the Executive at a later date.  In progress. 
7. IPE Convention 2016:  Ed Hnytka suggested that Edmonton again host the National Convention in 2016.  The last one hosted by Edmonton was in 2003 and it was a huge success.  Volunteers are needed.

8. New Anti-Spam Legislation: New Canadian legislation took effect on July 1, 2014, prohibiting distribution of e-mails from businesses without prior consent from the recipients.  – In progress. Webmasters across Canada are currently working on a “disclaimer” regarding ‘Spam Laws’.  
9. NAIT Student Membership Branch:  Ed Hnytka suggested the idea of having an AIPE Student Branch at NAIT, similar to the Calgary Branch’s SAIT Power Club.  Apparently, there is a student body already at the NAIT Power Engineering Department that goes on tours, etc.  Ed Hnytka followed up and appears to be a lack of participation with them joining the AIPE.   On March 5, 2015, Tom Chalifoux (ABSA) and Mike Poehlmann (ABSA Chief Inspector and Administrator) traveled to Calgary, AB, and gave a presentation to the SAIT Power Club.  In September 2015, there will be a similar presentation here in Edmonton at NAIT.   There is no update here.
10. Membership Arrears:

It was reported that there is approx. 10% unpaid dues membership.  John McLay, P. Eng., PE, RET, has been following up and contacting these members and see why this is occurring.  John volunteers to contact the individuals and regularly follows up.  Usually they forgot to renew them and when reminded, they do. 1. Meeting Update: 

There was not a quorum, so the meeting was put over until April.

What is CCS?

Carbon Capture and Storage (CCS) is a technology that can capture up to 90% of the carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions pro​duced from the use of fossil fuels in electricity generation and industrial processes, preventing the carbon dioxide from entering the atmosphere.
The CCS chain consists of three parts; capturing the carbon dioxide, transporting the carbon dioxide, and securely storing the carbon dioxide emissions, underground in depleted oil and gas fields or deep saline aquifer formations.
First, capture technologies allow the separation of carbon dioxide from gases produced in electricity generation and industrial processes by one of three methods: pre-combustion capture, post-combustion capture and oxyfuel com​bustion.

Carbon dioxide is then transported by pipeline or by ship for safe storage. Millions of tonnes of carbon dioxide are already transported annually for commercial purposes by road tanker, ship and pipelines. The U.S. has four decades of experience of transporting carbon dioxide by pipeline for enhanced oil recovery projects.

The carbon dioxide is then stored in carefully selected geological rock formation that are typically located several kilometres below the earth's surface.
